Confirm regulations.
Handle with care.
Always stay alert.
Recycle properly.
Get out quickly.
Educate others.

Encourage others to follow similar practices
to minimize environmental contamination or
potential fires. 

LITHIUM-ION BATTERIES ARE EVERYWHERE.
IN PHONES, ELECTRIC VEHICLES, AND MORE! 

Lithium batteries are
generally safe and
unlikely to fail. Damage
from improper use,
storage or charging
may present a fire or
explosion hazard. 

The batteries themselves
typically have a lifespan
of over ten years,
contingent upon factors
like the frequency and
intensity of charge and
discharge cycles. 

While 95% of lithium-ion
batteries can be retrieved,
only 5% of EV batteries are
currently being recycled,
creating environmental
concerns and potential
resource wastage.
