Receive Presentation on Little Hoover Commission and SB 1383 Report

Executive Director Keller-Heckman presented a summary of the background and key relevant
recommendations of the Little Hoover Commission report on SB1383, including
recommendations for the state to pause implementation, introduce permanent exemptions for
rural counties, carve out protections for community composters, and remove edible food waste
recovery from the scope of 1383 compliance.

Chairperson Matthews opened the floor for public comment. Evan Edgar of Edgar & Associates
recommended the Authority reach out to RCRC, as they are already working to support the
recommendations favorable to rural counties. Linda Wise of Recology spoke to the Board about
the importance of outreach and public education now for ease of implementation and reduced
contamination as organics collection is rolled out.



The Board directed staff to draft a letter of support for the Little Hoover Commissions’
recommendations, and coordinate with Chairperson Matthews on the letter’s contents.

Director Jones reported that City of Blue Lake’s yard waste days are going well. The next event
is scheduled for September.

6. Standing Item: Executive Director’s Report
